The r o l l  was ca l led 
with the fol lowing members present: President-Ton Boak, Vice-President-Gail Duaner, Secretary-Nancy Ridout, Treasurer-Kevin Kel ly,  
Legal Counsel-Jack Seoghegan, Past President-Richael Laux, lone Chair-Dore Schwab, lone Representatives-Peter Rullen, Jennifer 
Parks, Edie Gruender, Bert Petersen, Karen Barnes, Rob Copeland, Cola i t tee Chai rs-Bi l l  Barthold, B i l l  Tingley, Lucy Johnson, Arthur 
Smith, David Gray, Rary Lee Watson, Rrt Rayer, June Krauser, Jane Noore, Enid Uhrich, Suzanne Rague, and Past President-Ted Haartz. 

President Ton Boak explained the  purpose of the Board o f  Di rectors  Reeting was t o  r a t i f y  decisions rade by the Executive 
Connittee during the year and t o  hear C o u i t t e e  Reports: Tom couplinented the Board f o r  i t s  nork during the year which made h i s  job 
an easier one. 

Three th ings happened during the  year tha t  needed r a t i f i c a t i o n :  
1- R t  a Special Reeting of the House of Delegates i n  Ft. Pierce, Flor ida, i n  conjunction wi th  the Short Course Nationals, up t o  

$2,500 was approved f o r  g i f t s  and h o s p i t a l i t y  for the President t o  d i s t r i b u t e  a t  the World Chaapionships i n  Tokyo. 
2- During the year, i t  was proposed that  Kevin Ke l l y  be noeinated for  President of R S I .  This required t rave l  expenditures f o r  

which Kevin requested and was awarded a grant from NutraSaeet f o r  In ternat ional  Travel. $2,000 per year, over a period of four 
years, i s  t o  be paid t o  USRS for  t h i s  purpose. Kevin has asked t o  be reiabursed f o r  h i s  t rave l  t h i s  year f ro& those funds. 
Since he was not elected President, those funds al located fo r  the next three years say be used as we see f i t  for  in ternat ional  
t rave l .  

3- Tina Rar t in  was chosen as our representat ive t o  the FIN4 meeting i n  Madrid, i n  August. $2,000 was requested for  t rave l  f o r  Tina 
and approved by the Executive Conoittee; $1,029 was spent. 

RSC t o  r a t i f y  these Executive Comaittee decisions. 

I t  was moved, seconded and carr ied tha t  the contract w i th  E M  Asscciates f o r  Registrat ion Services be r a t i f i e d .  This contract 
went i n t o  e f f e c t  9/1/86 and w i l l  continue fo r  two years. 

I t  was loved, seconded and carr ied tha t  the contract wi th  Dwothy Dnnnelly t o  serve a s  the USHS Executive Secretary be approved 
f o r  two years a t  a salary of $18,000 - t o  be renegotiated a t  the end o f  the f i r s t  year. 

A suqgestion was made that  the Board of Directors meet a f te r  the House of Delegates, t o  r a t i f y  i t s  actions, rather than wait ing 
u n t i l  the fol lowing year. Art Saith suggested we might s t a r t  the Convention a day e a r l i e r  next year t o  acconsodate such a neeting. 
Rules and Laws Legis la t ion s igh t  s t a r t  ear ly  also. 

Scheduling changes were announced by B i l l  Tingley. The suggestion was made tha t  Rules and Laws k Legis la t ion and other 
Connittee Chairs n igh t  keep i n  r i n d  tha t  they should consider feedback f ron  other Connittees on various proposals and schedule 
t h e i r  meetings a t  a t i n e  when they can receive such feedback. 

C o u i t t e e  Reports: There were no repor ts  a t  t h i s  t i r e  except from Marketing - Rary Lee Watson exhibi ted the nett Calendar and 
urged everyone t o  s e l l  as nany as possible; considered the publ icat ion of 'Places t o  Swim' a p r i o r i t y .  Top Ten - Enid Uhrich 
thought we should consider publ ishing our own Top Ten, ra ther  than re l y ing  on i t s  publ icat ion by other groups. Registrat ion - kt 
Rayer reported the LRSC Handbook has been revised and inproved, tha t  he conducted a survey of Registrars and i s  processing the 
resu l ts ,  and that  bet ter  cooperation i s  needed i n  changes o f  address of our meabers. Long Range Planning - There w i l l  be a t a l k  by 
Richard Quick on the r o l e  o f  Hasters and the sport  of swimming, now and i n  the Olympic preparation. Cmvention - B i l l  Tingley i s  
wired f o r  sound and can be reached when needed through the Registrat ion Table during the day and the the Hosp i ta l i t y  Roon a f te r  bps; 
copies are 10 cents t h i s  year; the Registrat ion Table w i l l  be manned from B:30 an u n t i l  6 pa; Conoittee Reports are due Friday, by 9
