A motion was made and passed to hold the 1980 annual meeting at Snowbird 
Utah in conjunction with the other Aquatic Sports. Chairman Haartz agreed 
to poll all 60 associations and the at-large representatives to get a 
better feel of what the membership might desire for future annual meetings. 
The three alternatives discussed were: Meeting with the AAU (where it 
appears Sports Committees, particularly Aquatics would not be holding their 
Annual meetings),meeting with the Aquatics Group, or meeting at a place to 
be determined by our committee - viz: thesbort - Course Championships. 

w -law& / The rules and regulations were then discussed and the results of these 
are listed on the attached sheetlfor sports rules changes. In brief, the 
desire to add 20-24 whenever FINA approves was added to our rules, the 
inclusion of a Mixed Medley Relay for all but the National Championships, 
the extension of age groups by 5 yr intervals up through 90 and the additior 
of a 75+ relay age group were all accepted. Housekeeping changes were made 
for clarification of the All American Rule and additional firmer requiremenl 
were set for the submission of times for Records and for National Top Ten. 
Defeated was the inclusion of the 200 Fly in National Championships and 
a motion from the floor (after approval for consideration) to give duplicatc- 
American and Foreign Awards at the National Championships. 

The 1980 Long Course Championships was awarded to Santa Clara,CA(8/29-9/11 
The 1981 Long Course Championships was awarded to'Canton,Ohio(late August) 
There were no bids for Short Course 1981 Championships although i-nterest 
was expressed by both Southern Pacific and University of Texas. The 
Chairman will check with the associations in the correct Zone and the Exec- 
utive Committee will make a site choice as soon as possible based on the 
?-esults of this survey.and the interest and bids obtained. 

The Law and Legislation changes were led by Mike Laux, our Legal Advisor 
and the results are appended to this report. 

Since the consensus of the meeting, duke to lateness, was for a hand vote 
for elections, rather than closed ballot, this was done with the following
