The relat ionship between t h e  IJSMS Coacnes committee and t h e  
Masters Aquatic Coaches Association w a s  discussed. The a r e a s  of 
responsibil i ty were more c lear ly  defined. The Coaches committee is a 
committee of USMS and has  a s  its basic responsibil i ty t h e  welfare of 
a11 LlSMS s w i m m e r s  as wri t ten in the  USMS ru l e  hook The Masters 

-., Aquatic Coaches Association (MACA) as an affi l i 'a te of American Swim 
Coaches Association (ASCA) has  a basic  responsibi l i ty  t o  provide 
programs and se rv ices  t o  Masters coaches. 

- Coaches cer t i f i ca t ion  w a s  discussed and t h e  committee f e l t  t h a t  
t h i s  topic should be handled by t h e  Masters Aquatic Coaches 
Association and t h e  American Swim Coaches Association. 

The Coaches committee discussed the  establishment of a Natlonal 
U b x w ~  The Coacnes committee wants t h e  National Librarian t o  make 
avaiiable t o  a l l  USMS s w i m m e r s  t h e  increasing number of exceilent 
video t apes ,  a s  w e l l  a s  s t roke  dr i l l  manuals. workout manuals and the  
o t h e r  printed materials  now available t o  Masters  swimmers. Since, 
some of t h e  la rger  LMSC's have now establ ished t h e i r  own l ib ra r ies  and 
have worked o u t  many of t h e  problems a s soc i a t ed  with dis t r ibut ing the  
materials ,  t h e  Coaches committee f e e l s  t h a t  t h i s  i s  t h e  r ight  time t o  
extend t h i s  se rv ice  t o  a l l  Masters swimmers. The Coaches committee 
h a s  agreed t o  provide " s e e d  funds t o  purchase an  initial supply of 
videos and t o  begin t o  acquire printed material  re levant  t o  Masters 
swimmers. The committee envisions t h a t  t h i s  se rv ice  w i l l  support  i t s  
se l f  through t h e  renta l ,  shipping, and se rv ice  f e e s  charged. 
Additional funding and materials  w i l l  be sought from swimmers. 
publishers and s w i m  re la ted  companies. 

A discussion followed concerning the  problems of l iabil i ty 
insurance and pool availability. Qur input w a s  give,-to t h e  Insurance 
committee chairman. 

Major ru l e  changes were voted on by t h e  coaches committee a s  
follows: 

I. Yes t o  support  R4; 19-24 Age Groups a t  Nationals. 
2. No t o  R6, Cumulative age groups in yard relays.  
3. No t o  R38, Elimination of club scoring a t  Nationals.
