discussing the possibilities of setting up an awards program for Top 1 0  
achievers, John Maguire made a motion that was not passed to send a 
certificate to each person in Top 10 who achieved a 1st place. He then 
made a motion to send the top 10 to each club and have each club give 
proper recognition. The motion was seconded and passed. 

Meets After much discussion involving such topics as 
having two Long Course and two Short Course meets, giving money as 
awards, enhancing Zone meets by setting up an ad-hoc committee to 
resolve problems, giving each LNSC a chance to host a Zone meet keeping' 
location logical, and having a Dixie Zone SCM meet, Tim Hale made a 
motion to choose one meet for LCM and SCY for the year 1 9 9 3 .  The motion 
was seconded and passed. Pat Wilson made a motion to accept New 
Orleans. LA on February 1 9 - 2 1 ,  1 9 9 3  as the Zone SCY meet and St. 
Petersburg, FL one July 1 6 - 1 8 ,  1 9 9 3  for the Zone LCM meet. The Motion 
was seconded and passed. Ceil Blackwell made a motion to have a Zone 
SCM meet at Anderson, SC for the following year depending on their 
approval. The motion was seconded and passed. 

Financial: Scott Rabalais reported that as of September 2 6 ,  1 9 9 2  the Zone's 
total income was $ 3 6 8 . 0 0  and total expenses were $ 1 2 1 . 4 3  leaving a favorable.

Thanks t o  Rocky Hot ter ,  t h e  'Walt Reid o f  D i x i e  Zone', Top 

Ten rankings and Records have been published f o r  LCM, SCY, and 
SCY. Meet D i rec to rs  forwarded a copy o f  t h e i r  f i n a l  r e s u l t s  t o  
Rocky, who deciphered D i x i e  Zone swimmers from a l l  n a t i o n a l  and 
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  meets as we l l .  

Copies of the  Top Ten and Records were sent a t  l e a s t  t o  
each LMSC Chairman and Ed i to r ,  and a t  most t o  a l l  Zone teams. 

CHAMPIONSHIP MEETS 
Two meets were designated as D i x i e  Zone Championship meets 

i n  1992. The SCY meet was the  t r a d i t i o n a l  S t .  P a t r i c k ' s  Day 
a f f a i r  i n  A t lan ta .  The LCM meet was i n  Baton Rouge i n  ea r l y  
August. Both meets were w e l l  run, and had super ior  soc ia l s .  
Attendance a t  A t lan ta  was 227, and a t  Baton Rouge was 141. A 
$1.00 Zone surcharge was co l l ec ted  from each ent ran t  a t  these 
two meets.

each Top TenIRecords pub l i ca t i on  t o  each LMSC & Ed i to r ,  and 
o f f e r  through the  Zone News a  f r ee  copy. p rov id ing  a  SASE i s  
sent w i t h  adequate postage. 

Foremost, I would l i k e  t o  i n s t i t u t e  an AWARDS PROGRAM f o r  
our top  achievers. Each person who places f i r s t  i n  our Zone 
rankings w i l l  receive a  custom-designed ZONE CERTIFICATE. This  
i s  r e l a t i v e l y  inexpensive, and w i l l  be i n s t i t u t e d  f o r  a l l  th ree 
courses. This w i l l  i nvo lve  p r i n t i n g  and sending approximately 
500 c e r t i f i c a t e s .  

CHAMPIONSHIP MEETS
