Liability Coverage: 

A t  this tk our primary liabili ty coverage ($500,000) , i s  in effect from May 15th to 
May 15th. Our secondary coverage ($5,000,000) i s  i n  effect from January kt to Jan. l s t ,  
as a result of ctwngbg cmpanies; It w i l l  be renewed 'short term or long textn to  match 
the May dates. , . 

Kindler & Laucci have started negotiations for a new policy. Our present policy is 
w i t h  USS but the rates are negotiated separately. Our rates are lower because USMS 
doesn't have the same numbers or as many competitors and competitive events. We now 
pay $1,000 per quarter for this insurance. The increased rate forecast for this 
coverage is  $1,000 - $1,500 per year. 

Accident Coverage: 

Our rate was raised in January from 65 cents to 90 cents. Tnis rate runs Jan. 1st to 
Jan. 1st: Our combining with USS and i t s  greater n d e r s  helps our rate on this 
coverage. The increased rate coverage forecast for the accident/mdical coverage i s  
10 cents, raising our total .to $1.00. 

Cancellation of coverage:

Our premiums are combined with USS because c q a n i e s  dealing with this kind of 
coverage (ours i s  Lexington) won't consider less than $10,000 in premiums. They
