1983 and t h a t  the reg i s t ra t i on  chairman w i l l  seek cost 
e f f ec t i ve  bids by May 1, 1983 f o r  t h i s  service, such bids 
t o  be presented t o  the 1983 convention f o r  the 1984 reg i s t ra t i on  
year. Seconded and passed. 

There was considerable discussion o f  a proposal by American 
Sports Management whtch of fered complete reg is t ra t ion ,  insurance 
coveraqe and a number o f  other o f f i c e  type services f o r  $2.00 
per swimner reqistered. This b i d  became extremely d i f f i c u l t  
t o  analyze by the comnittee because we could n o t  ahead of t ime.

o f  Governors voted t o  associate w i th  the Masters Sports Association 
which would fund a number o f  these services through a sponsor. 
The Treasurer, Req Richardson, estimated t h a t  on .I2000 reg is t ra -  
tiqns,,the Am. Sports Mngt. b i d  would be more expensive. 
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
