The new r e g i s t r a t i o n  c a r d s  have been s e n t  o u t ;  n o t i f y  Gene Donner 
of any changes of name o r  a d d r e s s  of R e g i s t r a t i o n  Chairman. Be w i l l  
have new notebooks f o r  LMSC r e p s .  h e r e  a t  convention;  one h a s  been p r i n t e d  
f o r  Reg tn  Chairman, LMSC Chairman, and Top Ten Chairman of each LMSC. 
It was suggested t h a t  Gene send a form i n  May t o  Reg'n Chairmen so t h a t  
he w i l l  be aware of any changes f o r  t h e  fo l lowing  y e a r ;  forms and c a r d s  
could t h e n  be s e n t  t o  LNSCts e a r l i e r .  

Reg'n Chairmen were r e m i n d e d t h a t  t h e  new 2;ational r e g i s t r a t i o n  f e e  
i s  $5.00. 

Enid noted t h a t  t h e r e  a r e  c u r r e n t l y  22,960 r e g i s t e r e d  Masters  swimmers. 

A motion was made t h a t  t h e  g r o s s  number of swimmers r e g i s t e r e d  by 
a n  LMSC.as of June 15  ( o r  t h e  number r e g i s t e r e d  by t h a t  LMSC dur ing  t h e  
preceding yea r ,  whichever number i s  g r e a t e r )  w i l l  be t h e  number of s w i m -  

F mers used t o  determine how many v o t i n g  d e l e g a t e s  t h a t  LMSC i s  e n t i t l e d  
Y w t .  t h e  annual  convention.  T h i s  was voted i n  unanimously by t h e  com- 

. mi t t eb .  T h i s  i s  a p o l i c y  of t h e  R e g i s t r a t i o n  Committee. However, Tom 
Boak"requested t h a t  i t  be passed by Law & L e g i s l a t i o n  f o r  r a t i f i c a t i o n  
anyway because it d e a l s  w i th  c e r t i f i c a t i o n  of d e l e g a t e s .  

Various examples were brought up by d i f f e r e n t  LNSCts of s i t u a t i o n s  
wherk d i s c i p l i n a r y  a c t i o n  a g a i n s t  p a r t i c u l a r  swimmers had been d e s i r e d  
o r  c a r r i e d  ou t .  There i s  j u s t i f i c a t i o n  i n  t h e  rulebook f o r  such a c t i o n ,  
bu t  it was agreed  t h a t  enforcement can be d i f f i c u l t ,  p a r t i c u l a r l y  i f  a 
swimmer jumps t o  a n o t h e r  LMSC a f t e r  being banned from swimming i n  one. 
Enid vo lun teered  t o  keep a n  u n o f f i c i a l  l i s t  of such i n d i v i d u a l s  i f  
MSC's w i l l  p rov ide  h e r  wi th  i n p u t .  

Znid r eques t ed  immediate n o t i f i c a t i o n  of R e g i s t r a t i o n  Chairmen's .  
changes o f  names and/or  a d d r e s s e s .  

A motion was made t h a t  a l l  new swimmers may begin  r e g i s t e r i n g  
October 1st;  t h e  r e g i s t r a t i o n  year  w i l l  remain Bovember 1 - October 31. 
Clubs should r e - r e g i s t e r  du r ing  t h e  month of September. It passed 
unanimously and w i l l  be s e n t  t o  Law & L e g i s l a t i o n  as a s u b s t i t u t e  
recommendation f o r  t h e  one proposed by San Diego Imper i a l .  (Thus, 
swimmers r e g i s t e r i n  dur ing  August and September w i l l  be r e g i s t e r i n g  7 f o r  t h e  "old"  year .  

The q u e s t i o n  of ob t a in ing  programs f o r  computerizing r e g i s t r a t i o n s  
came up. Nancy Ridout h a s  a program f o r  Top 1 0  and r e g i s t z a t i o n s  f o r  IBM; 
Enid h a s  one f o r  Top 1 0  f o r A p p l e .  Both would be a v a i l a b l e  f o r  a f e e .  
Leo Le tendre  suggested t h a t  Tom s e t  up  a committee t o  ob ta in /deve lop  
sof tware  f o r  programs both a t  t h e  l o c a l  and n a t i o n a l  l e v e l s  which would 
be compat ible  w i th  each o t h e r  and the reby  u s a b l e  nationwide f o r  USMS 
purposes.  Leo was made Chairman i f  such a committee i s  e s t a b l i s h e d ;  
suggested members of such a committee a r e :  C k i r i s  Carey, Enid Uhrich,  
Nancy Ridout ,  George McVey, and Bob Smith. 

Tom 30ak r a i s e d  t h e  i s s u e  of R e g i s t r a t i o n  Chairman r e g i s t e r i n g  
youngs te rs  i n  USMS (some as young as t e n  y e a r s  o l d )  and what t h i s  could 
conceivably do t o  our  insurance  r a t e s .  He f e e l s  t h i s  p r a c t i c e  i s  a g a i n s t  
t h e  p r i n c i p l e s  of USPIS.
